The Forest Service is also starting to open up the campgrounds for spring and are currently keeping roads cut-out and open from recent storms.

He has no understanding how this thing works, but he is fearful of it and we should all be fearful of something we do not understand. He believes it will affect his property rights in a negative way, maybe not at the beginning, but down the pike, it might affect how he uses water on his land or if he can have cows or not, those things are important.  If he does not have full use of his property then what benefit is it to him.
